	OUR RESPONSE:  No. Selective or as now called ‘situational mutism’ is an anxiety related difficulty and we would signpost to SMIRA https://www.selectivemutism.org.uk/ for strategies or to the Local Authority for support.

If the child/young person had selective mutism and a speech and language difficulty, for example difficulty saying sounds, understanding language etc then LPT Speech and Language Therapists would support them through our range of defined clinical pathways for speech, language, and communication needs. We would also then make appropriate referrals to other services and agencies where appropriate. In Leicester, Leicestershire and Rutland the Local Authorities have selective mutism resource packs available on their websites.
