2) Please disclose since 2018, how many homicides by trust patients have occurred within a year of contact with the trust.
Please give a breakdown by year.
OUR RESPONSE: Unfortunately, we are withholding some detail of this information as we believe that providing the breakdown by year for each homicide would be in breach of Section 40(2) of the Freedom of Information Act 2000, as disclosure could potentially lead to the individuals involved being identified.  We can, however, advise that 22 alleged homicides were reported between 2019 -2021 where the patient was the alleged perpetrator and open to the Trust. 
3) How many of these homicides by trust patients were reported to NHS England or its predecessor bodies?
Please give a breakdown by year.

4) How many of the total number of homicides by trust patients reported to NHS England were independently investigated under HSG 94-27?
