OUR RESPONSE: We have embedded Armed Forces Service Champions across teams and within all Urgent Care Services to provide advice, guidance and support both to patients within the armed forces community and raise awareness and share learning.  Alongside, there is an Armed Forces Lead who provides oversight and support. We work closely with ‘Op Services’ and local VCS groups to ensure linking in for example- partnership with Op Nova and our Criminal Justice Services and across directorate working (such as Health visiting service for our families) through our Armed Forces steering group. 


We have a pathway for patients/ families within the armed forces community to access specialised support (such as Op Courage) and by embedding the learning within the teams that has made the journey for patients seamless and easily accessible.
