OUR RESPONSE: Question 2, Public Interest Test - We have applied the public interest test and consider that in all the circumstances of the case, the public interest in maintaining the exemption outweighs the public interest in disclosing the information. The sections we have applied are, Section 31 Law Enforcement, 43 (2) Commercial Interests & 38 Health and Safety.
Sharing meter point administration numbers and meter point reference numbers would provide criminals with information to enable them to commit fraud.  
Sharing meter point administration numbers would provide individuals details of our sites specific electricity supplies which if used illegally could lead to unauthorised switching attempts and interrupt sites electronic supplies. Lack of electricity could prevent services users from being able to access essential mental and physical health care which would harm their health and safety. 
The loss of electricity supplies would also have a financial impact on the trust which is not in the public’s interest.
It would also affect the reputation of the trust and suppliers may not wish to engage with the trust which would cause harm to the commercial activities of the Trust as we may not be able to source a competitive price for or electricity supplies.
