1. Clinical Audit: Please provide the date and a summary of the findings from the last clinical audit conducted to measure compliance with NICE [NG116] for PTSD. 
OUR RESPONSE: No records found of clinical audit registered with the LPT WeImproveQ team.
2. Gap Analysis: Has the ICB or Trust completed a formal 'Gap Analysis' against the NICE PTSD Quality Standards within the last three years? If so, please provide the identified areas of non-compliance. 
OUR RESPONSE: No. NG116 was reviewed by LPT when it was published by NICE in December 2018, a gap analysis was completed at the time which found areas of non-compliance. These were reviewed, appropriate action taken and LPT is deemed to be fully compliant with NG116. There have been no updates published by NICE since December 2018 to necessitate a further review.
3. Active Outreach Postvention: In line with NICE recommendations for managing traumatic stress following a tragedy, does the ICB commission a specific 'Active Outreach' pathway for those bereaved by suicide to prevent the onset of PTSD?
OUR RESPONSE: The ICB does not commission LPT to provide a specific 'Active Outreach' pathway for those bereaved by suicide to prevent the onset of PTSD. In the event of suicide in the community, the police will attend and offer support to the family, they also give advice on how to reach out for support with The Tomorrow Project and SOBS (Survivors of Bereavement by Suicide), as well as The Samaritans.
For staff, LPT has developed the Post-Incidence Pathway for Staff Support (PIPSS), which provides support including postvention for staff who have experienced a traumatic incident at work, including bereavement following suicide of patients or colleagues. Further work to support includes a postvention pathway for staff, and a postvention offer for primary care, which are being developed at present.
