OUR RESPONSE: LPT’s clinical staff follow NICE, the Maudsley Prescribing Guidelines and the British National Formulary (BNF) as per professional standards.
STOMP / STAMP reviews routinely include identification of side effects as part of the review.

   *  delayed recognition of medication adverse effects
   *  misinterpretation of adverse effects as relapse or behavioural disturbance

OUR RESPONSE: Unfortunately, we are withholding this information as we believe that providing the exact figure would be in breach of Section 40(2) of the Freedom of Information Act 2000, as disclosure could potentially lead to the individuals involved being identified.  However, in an effort to be helpful, we are able to confirm that there is record of <5 incidents being raised due to delayed recognition of medication adverse effects.
3 Any recorded learning, safety alerts or internal communications concerning improvement of recognition of psychotropic medication adverse effects.
OUR RESPONSE: We have developed a robust metabolic monitoring process involving a register and recalls when a patient’s blood test is due. Further, we are working to break down barriers and reduce steps to make it easier for patients to access phlebotomy slots. Overall, this has led to improved compliance with physical health monitoring, through repeated internal communication.
